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1. Course Perspective:

Additionally, it highlights international cooperation in information exchange, the role of organizations like the UN, and the impact of media regulations. The course also emphasizes the Indian media's role in raising global issues, offering a critical perspective on both global media practices and India’s involvement in the international media sphere.
